Fool’s Cup

It’s that time of year again. April (actually March 31%)
2007 marks the second annual Fool’s Cup Challenge
between Lubbock’s Southwest Regional Balloon Club
and the Amarillo Balloon Association.

Each year, Balloons and their crews from both the
SWRBC and the ABA meet in Plainview to challenge
the winds and delight crowds from Plainview and the
surrounding areas. The group that puts on the best
“show” for the folks of Plainview wins the coveted
“Fool’s Cup”.

Last year, the ABA won the cup by flying three
balloons over the city. Most all of the Lubbock
Balloons inflated but none of them actually took off.
The three balloons from Amarillo inflated and took off
for a windy adventure. Rusty Elwell in /t’s Showtime
took off first, followed by Chris Jones in Serenity. Last
to take off, Joe Jones in Quadnickel flew for over an
hour and a half and landed closer to Amarillo than
Plainview. Rusty, Chris and their crews met back in
Plainview to enjoy breakfast burritos, accept the prize
and to gloat about their flight.

The Plainview organizers of the 2007 event are
planning on a much larger turn out than 2006. The
event is expected to draw more than three thousand

people and twelve balloons. So far, Chris Jones
(Serenity), Joe Jones (Quadnickel) and Don Weeks
(Wild Thang) and their crews from Amarillo have
signed up for the event. Buzz Wills (Name to be
Decided) is hoping to join with his new balloon.

The Amarillo group is planning on meeting at Joe and
Pam Jones’ house at 3911 Eaton before heading to
Plainview (see map). Please arrive in time to depart
for Plainview at 5:00 AM.
